	Eligibility requirements:

	1. Are a junior or senior with at least four (4) upper-division psychology classes at UCI. (This means you must be a junior or senior as of the beginning of spring quarter.  The four classes must be completed by spring quarter.  They must be taken at UCI.)


	2. Have an overall UCI GPA in the upper 10% of your class.  Minimum GPA ranges from 3.6-3.7.


	3. Have a psychology GPA in the upper 10% of your class.  Minimum GPA ranges from 3.6-3.7.


	4. Have a genuine interest in psychology. Note: Psychology, P&SB and other majors may apply.*

your overall and psychology gpas

	Your overall UCI GPA is automatically calculated for you at the end of each quarter. This value appears on your transcript.

In order to estimate your GPA for psychology courses (usually those with Psychology in the course title) AND for those course credits transferred from other institutions, use the following guide:

	estimating your psychology gpa

(total grade points / total number of units = psychology gpa)

	To estimate your GPA for psychology courses, multiple the grade point value by the number of course units/credits for each class.
For example, a 4-unit class in which you earned a B+ is calculated as follows:

            3.3 (the point value) x 4.0 (the # of units/credits) = 13.2 (total grade points)
Now, take the total grade points for ALL psychology courses and divide by the total number of units/credits for ALL psychology courses. This number is your psychology GPA. Make sure to include psychology classes taken at other institutions IF these credits have been transferred to UCI.

	estimating your GPA for non-UCI courses
(i.e., courses taken at institutions other than uci)

	To estimate your GPA for courses taken at institutions other than UCI, you should:

· Use the number of credits assigned to these classes by UCI – NOT the institution from which they were earned;

· Note that generally one (1) semester unit equals one and one-half (1.5) quarter units. 

Use the procedures described above for estimating your grade points for each transferred course. When you have calculated the total grade points, establish an overall GPA for all of your coursework using the figures from your UCI transcript and the values calculated from your transfer credits. 
For example, let’s say you have the following:

· Transfer info:    68 transfer credits    ●     255 total grade points    ●    3.75 GPA

· UCI info:           84 UCI credits          ●    324 total grade points     ●    3.86 GPA
To estimate your overall GPA, add the two grade point totals together and divide by the sum of the credit totals (rounding off to the nearest one hundredth):

Total Grade Points:  255 + 324 = 579

Total Credits:           68 + 84 = 152
Overall GPA:            579 / 152 = 3.81
